CET - 95 with an intake of 40 students in each. The first academic
session was started on 21.8.95 on the College Campus using facilities
for holding lecture classes, practicals and workshops. Living accommo-
dation for students and staff was also made available on the campus.

Engg.,Production Engg., Industrial Engg., Computer Sc. & Engg.,
Chemical Engg. and Materials Engg. were made through CET - 96 with
an intake of 40 students in each.

Adequate facilities for students hostel (boys and
girls), staff residences and for the hoiding of classes are being created
on the campus as per needs.
